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You Will Be a Blessing
Ge 12:1-4, NIV
Genesis 12:1-4 teaches us very important lessons that all Christians should keep in mind throughout their lives.  God commanded Abraham to leave, to go and be a blessing.  I pray that in the New Year you will march on with faith and with your self-image intact as blessed children of God.
1. Leave 

We all have things to leave behind.  We must leave our old selves tainted by despair and negative thinking.  God says, “Leave your country, your people and your father’s household.” (Ge 12:1)  We must leave our place of sin, humanistic circumstances and self-centered faith.
