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 The Prayer of Jesus

(John 17:1-3, 9-11)

Jesus prayed earnestly in the Garden of Gethsemane on the night before He was crucified. However, before that prayer, in John 17 He prayed a long prayer as the high priest who would offer the greatest sacrificial sin offering ever for human beings. Today, I would like to share with you what the Lord's dearest wishes are in that prayer.

1. Let the Father be glorified. 

Jesus lived His life on this earth  for the glory of God. He lived to fulfill the will of God. That’s why the Lord was willing to suffer on the cross for the sake of human salvation. Therefore, whoever believes in Jesus will be saved. After we are saved, we should live for the glory of God as Jesus lived. 3. Make them one.

Jesus’ earnest desire for us is that we become one. Knowing that our lives would be filled with discord, conflicts, strife, fights, and division, Jesus prayed wholeheartedly to God to make us one. Becoming one is the work of the Holy Spirit, and division is the work of the devil. Therefore, we should strive to be one. 4. Make them holy by the truth. 

Jesus prayed that we may be "holy by the truth." He prayed that we may reflect the image of God and truly live as His disciples. In this way the Lord wants us to get rid of selfishness, stubbornness and arrogance, and live a God-centered life. The Early Church's tremendous revivals and miracles took place when they were filled with the Holy Spirit and practiced the Word of God. 

Even now the Lord wants us to believe in Him, be filled with the Holy Spirit, become one in Him, and be holy through the Word of God. I pray that you will become ‘a little Jesus’ in accordance with His prayer.
