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Revive Your Work in the Midst of Years
(Hab. 3:2)
When we start believing in Jesus, we are giving thanks to God and being filled with the Holy Spirit. As time passes, our passion seems to be lukewarm and idle spiritually. If we are in the situation, we should repent our sins right away and walk with Jesus with giving thanks to God and becoming joyful all the time. 
1. The greatness of the Lord

God met him and let him know how to solve the problems of the evil. After he met God, he put down the worries and anxiety caused by problems of the reality.
