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My Grace is Sufficient for You
(2 Corinthians 12:9-10)
One of the causes of all the problems we face has to do with our past, which lays hidden in our subconscious. Problems arise as wounds and pains of the past, failures and experiences are buried deep within our minds. However, we who believe in Jesus, who have become children of God, must now live enjoying the true freedom in Jesus Christ.
1. My grace is sufficient for you
The Apostle Paul petitioned to God three times to cure his disease. Then, God answered his request by saying, “My grace is sufficient for you” (2 Corinthians 12:9). This one word resolved everything. Paul still had the disease that afflicted him, but through his deep encounter with the Lord, he realized the truth that everything was the Lord’s grace. Now, therefore, if any man is in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new (2 Corinthians 5:17). I hope that none of you will ever put on the yoke of slavery due to the wounds and pains of the past. Enjoy the true freedom that the Lord gives you.
3. When I am weak, then I am strong
The hardships we face are beneficial. Through hardships, we are broken, become lowly, humbled, and experience the grace of the Lord working in us. Therefore, when we are weak, the Lord’s power is fully revealed. Paul, who realized this truth, was joyful and gave thanks even in his sufferings. When he was imprisoned while preaching the gospel in Philippi, he prayed and praised God. Then, there was a big earthquake and miraculously, the prison gates opened. An amazing proclamation of the gospel was at work. In this way, the Lord works through our weakness and creates us anew as people of a great God. I pray that all of you, no matter the situation, would have great victory in life with absolute positivity and absolute gratitude. I bless all of you in Jesus’ Name.
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
