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Put a New Spirit in You
(Ezekiel 36:24-27) 
The secret to a victorious and prosperous year is found in guarding our hearts and experiencing transformation within our spirits. As we continually renew our minds to understand and follow God’s will, living a life that brings Him delight, we will witness the overflowing grace of God in every aspect of our lives
1. God who completes salvation.
God is a God of justice and love, who saves and restores those who repent. Israel, having forgotten God's grace, fell into spiritual corruption and idolatry. As a consequence, they faced God's judgment, their nation was destroyed, and they were taken into captivity. Yet, when the exiled people of Judah repented of their idolatry and prayed fervently, God granted them the grace to return to their homeland (Ezekiel 36:24).
