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An Improved life
(John 2:1-5) 
Just as a child is expected to grow in health and righteousness from the moment of birth, so should our lives continually grow and improve each day. As we believe in Jesus and become children of God, we are called to live lives that are progressively better from yesterday to today, and from today to tomorrow in the grace of our Lord.
1. An unfulfilled life 
During the wedding feast in Cana, the wine ran out. This was a major insult to the guests and a serious issue that could have even threatened to disrupt the celebration. Yet, the ultimate problem-solver, Jesus, was there. Although the servants were confused, His mother, Mary, informed Jesus of the situation (John 2:3). In the same way, we must invite Jesus into the difficult and painful situations of our lives. Jesus, who understands our circumstances more intimately than anyone else, will never ignore our cries but will come to help us.
2. Jesus, the problem solver. 
Mary told the servants to do whatever Jesus told them to do (John 2:5). Jesus then commanded the servants to fill large stone jars with water and take them to the master of the banquet. When the master tasted the water, it had miraculously transformed into wine and, astonishingly, it was of much greater quality. According to the custom of the time, it was typical to serve the best wine at the beginning of a celebration and then offer wine of lesser quality once the guests were drunk. However, the wine that Jesus made was far superior, of the highest quality, and much better than the first. After realizing this, the guests praised the groom (John 2:10). In the same way, when Jesus steps into our lives, He fills our deficiencies and blesses us with abundant grace
3. A transformed life.

When we encounter Jesus, our lives are transformed into something far richer and more meaningful than we have ever known before. Just as Jesus turned water into wine, God transforms all who are in Christ into new creations (2 Corinthians 5:17). Through Christ, God takes our once-meaningless lives and renews them, making them precious and valuable. Therefore, when we face difficult circumstances, we must fix our eyes on Jesus, the ultimate problem-solver, the Way, the Truth, and the Life (John 14:6). As newly transformed children of God, let us earnestly pray to dream holy dreams and be instruments in the fulfillment of God’s great works.
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
