The vine takes nourishment from the soil and supplies it to the branches.

Calvary’s cross is the root of the vine of Jesus.

The grace of the resurrection and heaven (Ro 8:1-4).

2) 
The branches should completely rely on the vine to blossom and bear fruit.  

    

We must completely depend upon the Lord to receive the grace of the 
Cross (Jn 15:5).
