I Am the Vine; You Are the Branches
John 15:1-8
Introduction: We often see farmers bind up the branches of grapevines on a support made with wires or wood. The branches always bear grapes instead of vines. That is why the farmer takes good care of the branches to make sure they are supported so that all fruit can hang on the branches safely. Jesus said, “God is the farmer, Jesus is the vine, and we are the branches.” The vine supplies water and nourishment to the branches, but the branches make flowers bloom and bear fruit, that is, all believers are the branches. The Lord is telling us that “the life of a believer bears the grapes of heaven.” Just as no branch can bear fruit by itself, it must remain in the vine; apart from the Lord you can do nothing. The Lord can exist forever by himself, but we must remain in the Lord to bear much fruit.
