Introduction: Before we take a trip for a few days or weeks, there are necessary articles that we must check out. I have traveled so often that I know well what I should take with me on a trip. For example, underwear, warm underwear even in summer, toiletries, first-aid medicine, and many other things. Likewise, there are things that we must check out every day in prayer.

Be alert and pray (Ps 91)
