If we sow complaints and resentment, we will reap misfortune, failure, and 
disappointment. - Negative thinking, dreaming, believing, and speaking, results in 
a desert life (the Israelites)  (Nu 14:27-29, 11:1-2, 21:6)

If we sow thanks and praise - our thinking, dreaming, believing, and speaking 
will be positive, flowing with milk and honey. (Mt 25:29, Php 4:;13, 6:-7)

The person whom God seeks 

   
- The person who gives thanks and praise to God in every circumstance

Saul was filled with envy, jealousy, and rage, and God abandoned him.

David gave God many psalms to praise Him, so he was called 
“a man after the heart of God”.(Ac 13:21-22)

Paul and Silas praised God even in prison 

      

- The apostle Paul suffered bitterly while he preached the Gospel
