Jesus' spirit was not liberated by separating from the body when He died. But when He was resurrected three days after He died, His spirit and body became one.

The complete salvation of humanity is the resurrection in which their soul and body become one. 

- If the tent of a physical body is destroyed, its soul is in paradise, and when the Lord comes again, we receive the body of resurrection for complete salvation.
