If we drink the well water of the world, we will get thirsty - a broken cistern

Jesus who is the source of life (Jn 14:6, 1;4)
(2) The living water of the Fivefold Gospel 
(Jn 7:37-39, Eph 2:4-5, Isa 33:6, Jer 31:12, Rev 21:6)
(3) Like the light, water on a dry land, and living water for the thirsty 
(Isa 32:2, 44:3, Rev 7:15-17)
