The first commandment with a promise.

- Among the Ten Commandments, God commanded us to honor our parents, and He 
promised us long life (Ex 20:12).


1)
In the days when the judges ruled, there was a famine in Bethlehem in Judah.


2) 
Elimelech, with his wife Naomi and two sons Mahlon and Kilion, went to Moab to 



live.


3) 
They married Moabite women, one named Orpah and the other Ruth. After they had lived 

there about ten years, both Mahlon and Kilion died.


4) 
Naomi and her daughters-in-law prepared to return home from there. When Naomi tried 

to persuade them to leave her, Orpah left, but Ruth chose to stay with Naomi (Ru 1:16-17). 


5) 
According to Mosaic Law, a Moabite could not enter the assembly of the Lord (Dt 23:3).


6) 
Since Ruth had filial piety, she met Boaz, married him in Bethlehem, and became the 


great grandmother of David.



- When we have filial piety, the law of God cannot touch us (Ru 4:13).


7) 
Filial piety is the source of blessing for long life (Dt 5:16; Eph 6:2-3).

Conclusion: Since the end of the agricultural era, the extended family system has been disappearing, as well as filial piety. Many people today focus on their own personal life and family. They hardly think about their parents and siblings. For this reason, the world is full of curses and disease—rather than blessing.
