There is also a gulf between rich and poor 



families, and there is social disorder, which is getting worse. Peace has disappeared, 

and there are thieves. There is no trust, and the social insurance system 
is broken.

Political stability, government authority, law and order are firm and clear, social 


order is in perfect order, no injustice and corruption, narrowing the gulf between the 

rich and poor, and the social insurance system is solid. Recovery of credit, no scuffles 

between groups, ethics and morality are established, churches have become the light 

and salt of society by fulfilling the mission of the church, and people are at rest. 


Heaven has already come to a society that is filled with dreams and hope (1Co 14:33; 

Ro 15:13).
