<Introduction>

1. God created us.
1) God created us in His own image and likeness.
2) God gave us the power and authority to govern the world.
3) God created us to worship and please Him.
2. Let’s seek to please God
1) We should not live a life following the devil and evil tricks
① A life following one’s own self-centered authority
② Using God to be self-content
- The tricks of the devil which tested Jesus in the desert
The lust of the flesh, the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life
2) We should not live a life violating the laws of God
① The covenant on the relationship between God and humans – the 4th covenant
② The covenant on human relationships – the 6th covenant
3) We must do away with pride, arrogance, and greed
3. Let’s accomplish God’s will
- Thy will be done on earth, as it is in heaven.
1) God created the heaven and the earth through his Word.
2) God made humans rule govern what God created.
- Humans also govern it through the Word and the power of the Spirit.
3) In order for the Word to be revealed through flesh
① We must realize and know – holy knowledge
② We must have goals and dreams to rule.
③ We must believe in what we hope for.
④ We must proclaim it with lips.
- Once the words are explicitly demonstrated through us, the Spirit starts working to create and rule.
