② David and Goliath – David, a boy who was incomparable to Goliath in terms of his soft and weak appearance, defeated Goliath because he did not fear but put his faith in God.

1) The grace of Jesus' atonement on the cross

2) The Holy Spirit's presence and help

3) The comfort from God's Word which helps us armed. 

4) The church of God and the communion of the saints
3. Open your eyes and see the spiritual reality
1) See things from God's perspective.
2) Have hopes and dreams. 

3) Believe in the miraculous help coming from God. 

4) Continue to confess with your lips in a creative manner. 

5) Shout to the Lord with praises of thanksgiving.
