1) Come out from the tent of reasons, senses, secular humanism, and materialism.
2) Have a dream counting the stars in the heaven.

② When we have faith, God consider us as righteous.
③ For dreams and faith to bear fruits, there must be the confession on the lips.

1) Lead a life putting God first in every aspect.
2) The absolute love toward God
