(1John 4:7~21)

2) Because God is with us, when we pass through the waters, they will not sweep over us. When we walk through the fire, the flames will not set us ablaze. (Isa. 43:2)
4. God’s evaluation
1) We are precious and honored in God’s sight. God loves us. (Isa. 43:4)
2) We who are loved by God do not need to fear at all. (Isa. 41:10)
