(2 Cor. 8:9)

1) If God is with us, sufferings and trials turn into blessings. (Act. 7:9~10)
2) All things work for the good of those who love God. (Rom. 8:28)
4. Jesus who feeds the hungry
1) Jesus took pity on those who were hungry. A miracle where five thousand people were fed with five loaves of bread and two fish stemmed from Jesus’ heart that took pity on people. (Matt. 14:16~21)
2) Jesus carried curses that we should have received and died on the cross. Therefore, if we look to the cross of Jesus, we get to live a life freed from curses. (2 Cor. 8:9)
