Faith of the Cross
(Galatians 2:20) 
At the heart of the Christian faith is the cross of Jesus Christ. Through His death on the cross for our sins, Jesus has set us free from sin and death, allowing us the privilege of living as beloved children of God. Therefore, we are called to live in gratitude for the grace of the cross and to take pride solely in the cross of Jesus Christ.
1. I must die 
       People are naturally self-focused, easily falling into selfishness, anger, and hatred. To be crucified with Christ means the death of the old self which is bound by sin and desires. Even the Apostle Paul, who once persecuted the Church, considered all worldly achievements as worthless after encountering Jesus, and lived a life of daily crucifixion (Philippians 3:8, 1 Corinthians 15:31). When we surrender our thoughts and pride, the Holy Spirit's grace fills us, allowing us to experience true freedom and joy. In this way, we must take up our cross daily , be filled with the Holy Spirit, and live as those who bring life to our families, churches, and nations. 
2. Christ must live in me
When our old selves are crucified with Christ, Christ begins to live in us (Galatians 2:20). This signifies that we have been made a new creation in Christ (2 Corinthians 5:17). Those who have become new creations in Christ are no longer slaves to sin and the devil, but live with Jesus as the Lord of their lives. Regardless of the circumstances, they do not place themselves before Christ. As the Scripture says, "He must increase, but I must decrease" (John 3:30). When we humble ourselves and exalt only Jesus, God’s amazing grace and blessings will pour into our lives.
3. We must live a life of faith in Christ
       Though we still live in a sinful world, we are called to live a life set apart through our faith in Christ. God delights in those who live by faith and is present with them (Hebrews 11:6). The foundation of this faith is the love of Jesus Christ. Through the love that Jesus showed by sacrificing Himself on the cross for us, we are called to love, serve, and sacrifice for others, becoming reflections of Christ. I hope that, before the cross, we deny ourselves and are renewed, living a victorious life each day through the love of Jesus.
