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Jesus Coming to Us
(Luke 1:46–55)
Mary was a woman who loved God and served Him faithfully. While she was still unmarried, an angel appeared to her and announced that she would conceive the Messiah, an act of God accomplished by the power of the Holy Spirit. Faced with a calling far beyond human understanding, Mary responded with complete obedience, offering thanks and praise to the Lord.
1. Showing Mercy
The greatest grace Jesus brought to this world was His mercy toward us. Born into sin and unable to free ourselves from its bondage, we were helpless, yet God sent Jesus Christ for our sake. Those who came to Jesus in desperation, such as the leper and the man born blind, experienced healing through His mercy (Mark 1:40–41; Mark 10:47, 52). In the same way, when we receive God’s mercy rather than relying solely on human help, the deepest problems of life find their answer. Even today, God treasures our tearful prayers and never turns away those who seek His mercy (Psalm 56:8). Therefore, may we come humbly before the Lord, seeking His mercy and recovering the prayerful dependence we may have lost.
2. Disciplining the Arrogant
From birth, every person struggles with self-centeredness. We tend to trust our own judgments, become wounded when we are not affirmed, and grow easily angered. At the root of this mindset lies pride, the desire to exalt ourselves. Pride is the sin God opposes most strongly and stands at the root of countless problems. The religious leaders and those in power during Jesus’ time were consumed by pride, and as a result, they rejected and crucified the Son of God, who came in humility and love. In contrast, Jesus lived a life marked by gentleness, humility, and peace, serving others to the very end (Matthew 11:29; John 13:14–15). As we look to the Lord who took the lowest place and washed the feet of others, we are called to lay down the pride deeply rooted within us. When we humble ourselves and choose to serve, God fills our lives with grace.
3. Filling With Good Things
Jesus is the One who fills our lives with all that we truly need (Psalm 107:9). Even when we appear to have much, our hearts can remain empty. Yet those who seek God find true satisfaction, even when they seem to lack. This is because God gives good gifts to His children, and above all, He gives the Holy Spirit to those who ask (Luke 11:13). Those filled with the Holy Spirit live as witnesses, empowered by God’s strength (Acts 1:8). Moreover, God restores lives worn down by sin and wounded by hardship, renewing them and pouring out His grace abundantly. May the Lord’s grace, covering us daily with kindness and compassion and filling our lives with good things, overflow richly in us all.
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
