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Chosen Before the Creation of the World
(Ephesians 1:3–7) 
Nothing in this world happens by chance. The sun rises each morning and sets each evening, and the seasons continue in order, all within God’s sovereign will. Our salvation and our becoming children of God are not coincidences. They are gifts of grace given through God’s predestination and providence. We have been chosen by His grace.
1. Chosen by God’s Grace
God chose us in Christ before the creation of the world (Ephesians 1:4). This is the grace by which He loved us and adopted us as His children even before we were born. God chose us from among many and personally called us, saying, “I have summoned you by name; you are mine” (Isaiah 43:1). Moreover, those whom God predestined He also called, justified, and ultimately glorified (Romans 8:29 to 30). Because of this, we are not ordinary people. We are beloved children of God, recipients of His glory. No lifetime of gratitude could ever repay the grace of salvation we have received. As those who believe in Jesus and belong to God, we must continually give thanks and live lives marked by deep and unwavering gratitude.
2. Those Who Have Received the Grace of Holiness
God, who chose us before the creation of the world, also made us holy and blameless in love. Therefore, as believers in Jesus, we are called to grow daily in our spiritual lives and in our character, becoming more like Christ (Ephesians 2:22). Biblical holiness means being set apart to belong to God. We live in the world, but we do not belong to it. Just as Noah’s ark was surrounded by water yet remained unharmed, we too are called to live in the world without being stained by it. Remembering that we have received the grace of holiness, let us put off our old selves, be renewed in spirit, and live lives that glorify God with firm faith and sincere gratitude.
3. Those Who Have Received the Grace of Forgiveness of Sin
In Christ, we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins (Ephesians 1:7). Jesus, who was without sin, shed His blood and died on the cross, fully resolving the problem of sin that no human effort could ever solve (Isaiah 53:5 to 6). Even more wonderful is the truth that God, having forgiven us, freely pours out every spiritual blessing upon us. The devil seeks to accuse us by reminding us of our past sins and failures, but in Christ, we have already been made new (2 Corinthians 5:17). Therefore, we must rely on the blood of Jesus, break free from the bondage of sin, and walk daily in victory through repentance and faith. May the grace of salvation, secured by the blood of the Lamb, overflow abundantly in the lives of all who have received the forgiveness of sin.
