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Faith Filled with the Holy Spirit
(Acts 2:1–4)
Today is Pentecost Sunday. The church was established through the coming of the Holy Spirit on the day of Pentecost, and the Holy Spirit continues to live and work among us today. In order to overcome a world filled with sin and to reveal the glory of God through our lives, we must be filled with the Holy Spirit each day.
1. Jesus’ Command
Before ascending into heaven, Jesus commanded His disciples not to leave Jerusalem, but to wait for what the Father had promised (Acts 1:4–5). This promise referred to the baptism of the Holy Spirit. During the Last Supper, Jesus also promised that He would send another Counselor, the Holy Spirit (John 14:16). The Holy Spirit is with us, guides us into truth, helps us in our weakness, and intercedes for us with groans too deep for words (Romans 8:26). When we are filled with the Holy Spirit, we are empowered to live boldly as believers and to be used for the Kingdom of God. Therefore, we must earnestly pray and seek the fullness of the Holy Spirit with faith and longing for God’s promises.
2. Devoting Yourself to Prayer
The disciples held firmly to the words of Jesus, longed for the fullness of the Holy Spirit, and devoted themselves to prayer with one heart (Acts 1:14). Then, as they gathered together on the day of Pentecost, the Holy Spirit came upon them. All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and experienced the power of God (Acts 2:1–4). The Korean church also experienced remarkable revival through prayer. During the great revival movement at Jangdaehyeon Church in 1907, early morning prayer and fervent united prayer became the foundation of revival in Korea. As believers cried out earnestly to God, the Holy Spirit worked powerfully among them, and that grace became the driving force behind the spread of the Gospel throughout the world. In the same way, when we long for the Holy Spirit and devote ourselves to prayer today, we too will experience the fullness of the Spirit and live lives empowered by God.
3. Faith Filled with the Holy Spirit
On the day of Pentecost, the Holy Spirit came upon the disciples gathered in the Upper Room like a mighty rushing wind and tongues of fire (Acts 2:1–4). Just as the wind cannot be seen yet is clearly at work, the Holy Spirit continues to live and move among us today. Like fire, He burns away sin and transforms our old nature, leading us into holiness. Filled with the Holy Spirit, the disciples boldly proclaimed the Gospel and lived as witnesses of the Kingdom of God. Through prayer and the gift of tongues, they experienced deep spiritual fellowship with God, and power and fruit were revealed through their lives. Today, we also must acknowledge the Holy Spirit, long for His presence, and seek to be filled with Him daily. May we obey the command of Jesus, devote ourselves to prayer, and live every day filled with the Holy Spirit, overcoming sin and walking victoriously by faith.
