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Jesus’ Absolute Great Commission
(Matthew 28:18–20)
Before His ascension, Jesus commanded His disciples to go into all the world and preach the Gospel. This is the absolute Great Commission that every Christian is called to obey. Mission work is one of the works most pleasing to God and is central to the purpose of the church. When the Gospel is proclaimed, believers grow in faith and the church experiences revival. Therefore, we must seek to obey the Lord’s Great Commission with joy and faithfulness.
1. Carry Out Mission Through the Authority of Jesus
Before ascending into heaven, Jesus declared, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me,” and then commanded His disciples to go and preach the Gospel (Matthew 28:18). Jesus, who conquered sin and death through His resurrection, was exalted by God so that every nation would bow before His name. Mission work is the proclamation that Jesus Christ is the true Savior and Lord (Philippians 2:9–11). Mission is also accomplished through the power of the Holy Spirit. Just as the church in Antioch sent missionaries in obedience to the guidance of the Holy Spirit, we too must walk with the Spirit and live as witnesses of the Gospel today (Acts 13:2–3). When we rely on the authority of Jesus and the power of the Holy Spirit, God works powerfully through us.
2. Make Disciples of All Nations
Jesus’ Great Commission does not end with simply sharing the Gospel. It also includes making disciples of all nations (Matthew 28:19). A disciple is not merely someone who hears the Word, but someone who follows the teachings of Jesus and reflects His life. Therefore, we must continually be filled with the Word and the Holy Spirit so that we become more like Christ each day. Before receiving the Holy Spirit, the disciples were fearful and weak. However, after being filled with the Spirit, they became bold witnesses of the Gospel. To become true disciples of Jesus, we must learn His Word, obey it, and live according to it (Matthew 28:20). As we meditate on and practice the Word, we overcome sin and gradually become more like Jesus in every area of our lives.
3. Walk with Jesus
Jesus promised that He would always be with those who carry out His mission (Matthew 28:20). Mission work is not accomplished through human strength alone, but through walking together with the Lord, who is Immanuel, “God with us.” Peter once labored all night fishing and caught nothing. Yet when he obeyed Jesus and cast the net again, the net became filled with fish (John 21:5–6). In the same way, when we walk with the Lord, His power and grace are revealed in the work of evangelism and mission. Therefore, we must welcome Jesus as the true partner in all mission work. Even today, the Lord remains with those who proclaim the Gospel and strengthens them. When we serve together with the Lord, miracles take place.
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
