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Dreamers (Hebrews 11:1–2)
Throughout world history, progress has often been driven by a creative minority who refused to settle for present realities and dared to dream. Just as Karl Benz envisioned the automobile in an era when people traveled by horseback, and the Wright brothers dreamt of human flying, faith enables us to see the work of God even before it becomes visible. Therefore, may we become believers who embrace holy dreams in the Lord and move forward by faith.
1. Faith Is Dreaming

Faith is believing that God's promises and dreams have been already fulfilled (Hebrews 11:1). For this reason, people of faith live not by the despair they see around them but by the hope of tomorrow. A classic example of such faith is found in Joshua and Caleb. They were not intimidated by the giants of Canaan but trusted in God's promise and boldly declared, “We will swallow them up” (Numbers 14:8–9). Likewise, Joseph never gave up on the dream God had given him, even when he was sold into slavery and imprisoned (Genesis 39:23). In the end, God raised him up to become the prime minister of Egypt and used him to save countless lives. When we refuse to be bound by the difficulties set before us and instead hold firmly to the holy dreams God has given us, moving forward in faith, God will accomplish His good purposes through our lives.
2. People of Faith Fulfill Their Dreams

A person of faith is one who remains obedient to God's dreams and promises until the very end. The heroes of faith recorded in Hebrews 11 such as Abel, Noah, and Abraham received God's approval because they trusted His Word rather than focusing on the challenges of their circumstances (Hebrews 11:2). Noah prepared the ark following God's command even when there was no sign of rain; and through his obedience his family was saved (Hebrews 11:7). Abraham obeyed God's call and left his homeland without knowing where he was going. Even when God's promise seemed humanly impossible, he continued to believe and eventually received Isaac, the promised son (Hebrews 11:8; Romans 4:18–21). In the same way, God is with those who obey Him in faith and fulfills His promises throughout their lives. Therefore, we too must firmly hold on to God's Word, faithfully serve where He has placed us, and continue moving toward the holy dreams He has given us.
3. Faith Pleases God

A life that pleases God is possible only through faith (Hebrews 11:6). Anyone who comes to God must believe that He exists and that He rewards those who earnestly seek Him. Enoch was recognized as a man who pleased God because he walked with Him by faith. Even in a generation filled with sin, Enoch faithfully walked with God throughout his life and received extraordinary grace (Genesis 5:22, 24). Walking with God means believing that He is alive and trusting that He rewards those who diligently seek Him. Even today, God grants true peace, comfort, and the grace we need to those who seek Him in faith (Proverbs 8:17). May we all walk with the Holy Spirit and live lives of faith that bring joy and pleasure to God.
